Social and Cultural Atom Paper

This is a written paper in which you present your concept of the Social Cultural Atom and how you have used this with a person with whom you have been working over a period of time. 

Place the presenting concerns in the context of the protagonist’s life and identify any historical and current factors that play an influence in the development and continuation of these concerns.

Use role theory and role diagrams to illuminate the sociometry in the protagonist’s story.

This ‘dynamic formulation’ illustrates the development of central conflicts and how these unfold and repeat in the life of the protagonist (including how these may manifest in their relating with you).

Discuss your clinical plan based on the dynamic formulation. 

Depict the movement that takes place over several sessions and make an analysis, including role diagrams.

Describe your use of the psychodramatic method and the rationale for your interventions. 

Give evidence of your understanding and use of the concepts of Spontaneity Theory and Social Atom Repair and how this has assisted the protagonist in the development of progressive functioning.

Conclude by describing the overall consequences of your interventions in the life of the protagonist and make recommendations for further work.
